A. BACKGROUND

The European Commission (EC) and Council of Europe (CoE) Joint Programme “ROMACT - Building Capacity for
Roma inclusion at local level” (ROMACT) (hereafter referred to as “the Programme”) is pursuing the ROMACT
Programme to build the capacity of local authorities to develop and implement plans and projects for Roma
inclusion and aim to promote the integration of Roma at local level.

The Programme pursues the following objectives: improving local democracy, accountability, inclusiveness and
responsiveness towards Roma citizens and thereby improved delivery of services.

The Programme will end on 31 December 2022.

The Programme is comprised of several elements of support to regional and local authorities and Roma
communities focusing on:

e capacity building;
